Lieutenant Governor shall he mmpeached. displaced, resign, die, or become ineapable
of performing the duties of inus office, or be absent from the State, the President pro
tempole of the Nenate <hall act as Governor until the vacaney be RAlled or the dis-
ability shall cease The Lieutenaat Governor shall be disqualified from holding any
other office except as spraally provided in this Constitution  during the term for
which he shall have been elected

I Qo solemnly swear that I will support the Constitution ot the United States and
the Constitution of the State of Cahfornia. and that [ will faithfully discharge the
duties of the oflice of Governor according to the hest of my ability.

PRESENTATION OF GOVERNOR HIRAM W. JOHNSON.

Lieutenant Governor Albert J. Wallace then presented Governor
Hiram W. Johnson to the Joint Assembly The Governor then delivered
his Inaugural Address as follows:

SECOND INAUGURATL ADDRESS OF GOVERNOR HIRAM W JOHNSON.

To the Senatc and Assembly of the Ntate of Califorma -

Tonight for the second time, with all that comes with an occasion of this character,
I take the oath as the Chief Executive of California I take it with the same
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high resolve, the same sacred dedication, the same solemmity of dutv to be performed,
that four veats age upon this very 1ostrum, we commenced our task. None could
then foretell what the future held for us, nor whethor the ambitious projects for a
rejuvenated and regenerated Ntate were possible of fruitivn, I'our years ago we
voiced out hopes and our aspirations In tour years those hopes and aspirations
have seen their reahzation. and have become dehnite settled policies of a great
commomvenith  What then was emmrical and doubtful has become certamm and
definite.  When the new philosophy of government, bein of love of justice for all
humanmts, was promulgated, so hrief a perviod ago, few believed 1ts consummation
possible,  In a <mele admmistranon a marvelous chauge has beep wrought, a change
curpassimg 1 the completeness of the metamorphoesis of the government what has
heen witnessed by any other commonwealth. The doubt has been disaipated and
the darkness that then we faced has heen 1llumined by the sunhight of popular rvule.
A State has been fieed pohtically. its public <ervants vielding now no allegiance
but to the State the s~mister myvi~ible government <o tapuhar to American common-
wealths has been bamshed . boss rule has been made permanently 1mpossble by divect
nomimacions, divect lecislation and the recall, true demociacy by the adoption of 1ts
mstrumentalities has bheen more nearly approached, suffrace has heen extended
to women, election of jJudges, senool officinls, and county officeis has been made
non-partizsan. the public utihines are controlled and regulated by the Ntate, the
business of the State has been centralized and systematized under a Board ot
Contiol. apd corruption and favoritism have been elimnated : textboolks have lLeen
made free ot cost to the pupls 1 our schools: a envil service law has destroyed
politieal patronage and s striving for ment and efficency in public service, prisons
and reform schools reflect the humaue and enhghtened policy of a new Wtate:
a fuller measure of soetal and mdustrial justice has been accorded . and the State,
while conserving all materal terests, first concerns iiself with and conserves its
humanity  The social program hut a few short years ago thouzht the vain dream
of idealists, the procram which gave to women who toil shorter hours and more
happimess, and to men something of the justice that had been demsed them, that
has covered with the mantle of care aud tenderness of the Nrate. the injured and
maimed members of society, has planted the beacon hght of soeial justice and
humanity far beyond the point to which the most ambitious commonwealth yet
hhas =one.
ENCOURAGEMENT FOR FUTURE

All this. four years azo, we hoped and prayed for Today, 1t 1« done  That
11 has heen well done ounly those who live in a bvgone age where morals and
humanity were forgotten in matemahsm, will for an mstant deny  and that the
sovereign people of the State of California Lelieve 1t te be qust, and to have been
well done, was overwhelmmely attested on the third of November last.

What lLias been done bv the patrotic and unselfish men and women 1 the buef
period of four years 15 the tonchstone and epcourazement for men and women 1n
the four jears jet to come. and we turn from the past. glowing with pride 1o 1ts
accomphshment and wmellowed with the good that has been done, to the future so
rich with promise.

Our people have pomted the way  To them has been submitfed the work of the
past feur years, and those whe have been their instruments and trustees in the
performance of that nork, never warermg n their opuimism and nuplieit confrdence
in the soundness of heart of the peovpie, submutted in detarl their efforts and the
nen policies that were put m practice. Tmmedhiate and overwhelimmng has been
the raspense from all our people. T say all, for whether vou lovk at the determina-
tion of the electorate in our hich mountains, in onr fertile valleys. to our farmers,
our merchants or our toilers, to oar land of the south. or that of the north, or of
the east or of the west, from every locahty and 1 every class in the November
ele~stion came approbanon, endorsement, approval and the mandate for eontinu-
ance.

Ex-Lientenant Governor, Albert J. Wallace presented Lieutenant
Governor John M. Eshleman to the Joint Assembly. the Lieutenant

INAUGURAL ADDRESS OF TLIEUTENANT GOVERNOR
JOHN M ESHLEMANXN,

suggestion that <o much hax been done that there cainnot. and should not, be as
many tnndamental changes brought abaut m a <imilar time in the future should not
lead us to conclude that «l has been done  DProgress, of course. i< never arrested ; hut
change 15 not always procress. He who has realived hig ideal 1s useless and the
catished man should he ready to die Ilence, alwavs there will be a necessity for new
accomphishments huilt, to be sure, upon the foundations land in the past. but none
the less essential and mevitable so long as mankind shall exist.

I would be wantmg 1 proper appreciation 1f I did not say a word with reference
to the retinng Licutenant Governor  I1le has hrousht to this position courage, the
highest kind of inteerity, so much <o that those whe {iffer from him none the less
respect im  Yet wiith Tus smeenritv e has alwavs been kindly and considerate to
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those with whom he has been asscciated  To me s upright and blameless life has
heen and 1s an nspiration, and his fdelity to his ideals of government has con-
tributed largely to the accomplishments of the present admimstration 1 am glad
to eall him my personal fmend and T am glad to have had him for an offictal and
politieal assverate, Fhis kind of men are needed 1n public life  Our best wishes go
with him and we wish him the full measure of honor and happmess he so richly
deserves,

It 18 with peculiar pleasure. too, that T reahize that T shall e a part of the great
admimstration that 1« before us as I have tried to do my Little put during the last
four years. It 1~ mdeed pleasant to contemplate the assouiation with a man for
whom 1 entertain such a sincere affection—an aftection springing from respeet It
must be a proud moment for Governot Juhnson to contemplate the fact that he is
the first man 1 a hietime aud the second man in history to have received the com-
mendation of the people of Califormia by @ reelection, and a commendation expressed
i such an overwhelming fashion that no doubr as to the feeling of the electorate
can be entertamed A virile, strong man, a genial companion, a great ruler: he has
not yet entered upon the final lap of s comse and the people of Calitormia look
forward to the greatest honors for the man who has done 1 a political generation
that which has never been done 1n all the years of the State’s history.

I pledge myself to the most hearty cooperation with the
Chief Executive of this State and the two houses of the legiclature  The people of the
State of California have heen verv kind 1o me, and I know no way to repav them
c.\'ceplt lb,\ conscientious service which <hall onlv be lhmited by my opportumity and
my ability.

INTRODU CTORY

In the past four years, Califorma has entered upon vatious new governmental
polictes  The two preceding legislatures, acting in conjunction with the executive,
and m accordance with the expressed will of the people. have sought to approach
more nearly true democracy. The policies adopted were undertaken neither hastily
nor by way of experiment, but earvefully, eautiouslv, after due 1nvestigation and that
the sovereign will of the people might be obeyed  Peculiarly fitted to California have
been the new policies that so vrecently have seen therr eonsummation, Our resoulces
are without limit. Our development has but commenced  Within our borders ever)
industry can thrive There 1s nothing that the world produces buc in abundance 1s
eiven to us  The blessings of a beneficent Creator most generously have heen
showered upon us. T'he world perhaps has never seen a eitizenship surpassed by
ours, and here more than any other place on earth. 1t was fitting and appropniate
that there should be a2 more pronovunced self-government and a fuller measure of social
Jjustice than 1m any other land

Your predecessors of the last two sessions rose to the pecasion and afforded this
people the agencies of self-government with which to tulfill therr destinn  Therr
work was well performed To you now 18 given the task of continuing, pertecting,
and perpetuating that which has been =so auspicaously and so ably commenced. To
this task you will bring, I am sure, the same deyvoted diciterestedness and patriotism
that have characterized those who have preceded vou It will be my pavt wherever
1 can. for our people and our Ntate, to aid and assist  The policy of the Chief
Txeentive will be exactly what 1t has been durimg the past four vears- to act with
all who strive uwunselfishly for the common nterest: harmoniously to go forward with
any whose sole allegiance is the State ., earnestly to endeavor to accomplish whatever
may be for the advancement and the prosperity and the happiness of our people. In
this with me there will be no partisan spiig: and just a< men of all parties have
contributed 1 the past four vears to the marvelous progress of gur State, may men
of all parties contribute to a glorious future.

REVENUE AND TANALION
1 Necessity for Additional Taration

At the recent election the people aboliched poll tax. This was done with the full
knowledge that thus more than S800,000 would be climinated from the revenue of the
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State.  Our Supreme Court iwo years ago decided that the corporation license tax
was 1llegal and mwvahd, and the legislatwe of 1913, pursuant to this decision and
for other reasons as well, very properly repealed that tax. Recenth the Supreme
Court rveversed 1tself, and while 1ts latest decision upholding the corporation heense
tax 1s a source of vianfeation to the Atrorney General, who has never wavered in
his opimon of the law, 1t does not restore cur SSO0 000 of lost resvenue. In the
destruetion of these two sources of revenue the poll rax and the corporation heense
tax the State suffered a loss bienniallv 1 round nuinhers of $2 300,000  In addition
to this. the people have by their mandate endoi~ed and required certatn govermmental
activities of the past few jears  Twice m three years the voters have emphatically
approved the work of the Railroad Comumssion, and in the recent eclection they
broadened vervy materially that work A new constitutional amendment just adopted.
transfers all of the power of rate fixing over public utihities 1 municipalities to the
comnussion  The requisite machipery 1s essential that this mandate of the people
may be obeyed. and of necessity a mach larger appropriarion than was originally
contemplated will be required for the commission  In 1912, the people declared
that free textbooks <hould be supphied to onr school children  To do this costs the
State more than balf a million dollars., The Industrial Accrdent Commission has
performed 1ts tremendous task 1o such fushion that few will be found to object to
such qucreased appropriation as map he necessary to carry on its important depart-
ment It is unfortunate. therefore. that while the people bhave imposed these addi-
tione I burdens, they have ehimnated a large portion of the revebuc of the State. 1
ash that in the matter of appropriations rigid economy be observed. not an economy
whreh will ¢ripple the service of the State and in the end prove more costly than
reasonable expenditure, but a rigid economy 1n undertaking new projects winch as yet
cte without the sanction of our people  "T'o many sugeestions of new policy we fend
a sympathetie attention, hut-at this time. with our lack of revenue, and 1ts uncer-
tainty 1n the next few years. I would mmpress upon you that 1t would be better for
us to provide sufficiently for the actuvities o which we are now engaged and which
kave had so recently such emphatic approval. than to divule our revenue n exploiting
new and untried polictes  There are many projects we mught wish to undertake, but
1f they entail a dispropot tionate expenditure. we may. without abandoning them, leave
thiemn to a near future, and devote ourselves m the main to perfecting and perpetu-
ating those policies of demonstrated advautage and etliciency. and which are now
fanuliar to and have been endorsed by the people. I do not wish to be understoord
a4 expressing opposition to meritorious plans concerning the Stute or to suggest to
vou that those should not be consideted o1 even adopted. but where the expenditure
1~ heanvy and the plan of bhetterment vazne, 1 wonld ask your most earnest and caretul
scrufiny and consideration.
B. Proportionute Rutes of Corporations and Indicidual Property (heners
In 1010, the constitutional amendment was adopted by the people sepauatineg State
and local taxation, and sioce that time our revenues have been derived fiom the
cotporations ot the Ntate,  Under this amendment the Jarger public utility corpora-
nons pay as their taves n percentage of their gross veceipts, and thercfore the revenues
of the Ntate become dependent substantially upon the gross teceipts of 1ts public
wervice corporations.  The wew «ystem undoubtedly possesses many virtues and cer-
tamly some vices. The need« ot the State wow. no matter how great thev may be,
mnust be compressed, 1n great measure. within the percentage derived by taxation from
the gross receipts of these corporations a condition wlneh, except in years most
prosperous to the corporations. presents ditheulties and may even bring great disaster,
A sastem which requires the necessities of the 8tate to it an inelastic revenue, 1nstead
of 1equining the revenue of the Nrate to fit 1ts constantly mcereasing needs. 15 one of
ever tecuiring vexation  Acam, it would seem that there could he no logical basis
for requiring the individual property owner to pav taxes upon the concrete property
that he possesses, while the great public service corporations pav not upon theu
possessions or the concrete property that is thewrs, but upon therr gross receipts
Aeam, while, of course. the Rtate has the power. the propriety of taving different
classes 1o differmg ways and creating elasses of property owncrs for the purposes
of taxation. has sometimes heen questioned  On the other hand. the mejqualities of
the assessments made by the difterent counties of the property of the corporations,
the ditheulties encountered m equalization. among the different sections of the State,
aud varous other annoyances were elmminated by the new method wlhich has heen

In the bienuial message ot 1913, 1t was pointed out that the new system of taxation
would not afford, in I35, and 1914, the 1evenne required by the Ntate and 1t was
assetted that under the new system a greater proporfionate nmount of taxes was paid
by the mdnvidual property owner than by publie service corporations
Subsequently, 1 a speetal message to the legiclature.

THE RAILRNAD COMMISSION

No recently has the marvelous aceomplishment of the Railioad Commission been
exploited, that the extent of 11s activities and ats tremendous contribution to the
progress and adsancement of our State presumably are well understood.

The
Rtailroad Commission then was given jurikdiction not onlv over radroad and trans-
portation companies, hut over gas, electrie, water, telepbone and telegraph and sumilar
utilittes m their operations outsile of municipalities The Publie Tltihties Act pro-
vided, however, that municipalities could voluntarily <uirender thenn authoritv by
a vote of their electors, and many municipahtics. during the last few vears. have
thus voluntarvily c¢ome under the jurisdiction of the commssion  ¥From March, 1912,

Under the constitutional amendment recently adopled the rate fixing of pubhie
utihties in municipahties is ghven to the Railroad Commission  What will be done
in this regard by the commission will he a substitute for what has hevetofore Leen
done by the cities, and necessarilv the cities will be relieved of the expense and the
Iabor entatled. 1t would by no means he unjust that some provision should be made
b7 the legislature, inasmuch as this iatrieate and important woik has been trans-
ferred. requiring the muuicipalities to meet the expenses necessarv to the determina-
tion of the tates of their public utilities  The burden has been <hifted to the State.
but the expense slhiould lezitimatelvy he borne by the cities,

In the brief period of less than two years under the Public Utihities Act, the
Railroad Comunssion has done more than has eser been dowoe in the history of this
nation by a simitar tribunal. Not alone has it done the work. but 1t has demon-
<trated that fair and effective regulation is beneficial to the patrons of the utilities
and the geuneral public. and at the <ame time of advantage to the utiliries themselves.
The poliev of the State and of the Railrond Comnmission has been not to harass
husiness, hut to nsist upon firm and intelligent control of pubhie utilitiex and that
the patrons of those utilities <hould be protected from the extortionate demands that
follow unrestrained monopoly.

If the government of the past four jears of the State of California had failed
in every other particular, the guod that has been accomplished bv the Raitroad Com-
mission, the final supremaey established for the State over its creation~ however
vast or rieh o1 powerful, mark an epoch of transcendent accomplishment. unequalled
mm any other period of our history

BOARD OF COXTROL

Durinz the past biennial period, the Eoeard of Centrol rontinued and completed,
within the limmits of 11s power, the work of systematizing the State's husiness.
Without fear of contradiction, we may today assert that the S¢ate’s business 1< carijed
on with an economy and efliciency rivaling the moest exacting methods of private
corporations

The board has completed the installation of a uniform system of accounting in
all state departments and institutions. All ipstitutions and departments are now
subjected to regular audit. This audit not only protecis the interests of the State,
but affords the requisite shield to those mm charge of the State’s nstitutions. The
auditing department of the hoard has commenced the work of the mstallation of a
uniform system of accounting 1n the counties. This is now being done 1n the countv
of Los Angeles. where peculiar difficulties were presented. The value of the work
has been attested by the grand jury and the supervisoirs of Los Angeles. Other
counties of the State have followed the lead of the great county of Los Angeles and
have asked the board to perform for them a similar service. The equipment of the
Board of Concrol is not suflicient readily to meet the demands that now come to 1t
from the different localities of the State, and such a force ought to be accorded this
very efficient and money-saving department of the government, us will enable it to
carry its work into every county ot the State.

Under the limitations of the lan as 1t now exists, the hoard has safeguarded the
purchases by the State and has saved the State many hundreds of thousands of
dollars. TIts work could be better done and the saving to the State vastly increased.
the board insists. if there were a centralized purchasing deparitment. At present.
each institution enters into its own contracts, subject ro the approval of the Board of
Control, and because contracts are made by each separate institution in a different
locality of the State, the State labors under a serious commercial disadvantage. It
ig asserted by the board, that if all of these contracts could be let by the board itself,
the State would have the advantage of buying in bulk through a centralized purchas-
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ing department, and 1t is estimated that 1t could thus save a quarter of a milhon
dollars per ycar.

Through 1ts clildren’s agents, the Beaid of Centrol has been breught divectly in
contact with the children drawing state mid and with the vairilous orphanages to
whom the State extends support The value of the work of the board, through its
cluldren’s agents, can unet be overestimated Winle proteciing the State 1n the
expenditure of 1ts funds, inealculable sevvice has been rendeved to the orphans.

I have not sought m detail to state to you the varwus activities of the Board of
Control or the Rmiroad Cowmission. The amount of work pecformed bv each ot
these departments. surpasses the conception ot any of those who, four years ago,
paiticipated in the new order 1 Calhifornia It would require a volume to relate
the advantases that have accerued from these comumissions, or to detail the savings
they have hioucht about The one has made anew a part of the goverument debased
by yrars of subsemience to great coriporations, and today presents that part of the
government m the proud pesition of justly commanding and regulating those who
before cainmanded and regulated 1t. The other has transformed 1n a brief period
a wasteful, mmefficient and archaie management mto an enhightened., modern, honest,
and ecounonmical business policy

IV,
THE BANKING DEPARTMENT AND TUE STA1FS CONDITION AS SHOWN BY IT

The past year has been one of stress and depression. A worldwide war has made
itself folt upen the business of our nation and has unsctiled finaneial conditions
Relatively spealaug, ceur State has felt the ansieny, and the depression, and the
stress lesy than anv state 1n the naticn  In the past two years many times complaints
have heen broucht to me concerming the dirastue enforcement of the banking laws,
and often it hias been assetted that the Bank Superintendent has heen unduly seveve.
The answer is found in the conditicn of the banks of the Siate of California duning
the past year, a condition sarpassing that of the banks of any other state  During
this year of unsettled condifiens and financial depres<ion, copsider how the banks
of Caitfforma have withstaed the stoim _ The combined assets of the state banks
of California, November., 1814, were $HT7.7931S817. an inctease in asscts over
the previous year of S13957.257 30, and the demonstration that our banks have
siffered less of eommercial ~tagnation than has elsewhere been felt.  Unpon the
same date the banks of California had 1 leans and discounts an aggregate of
S468A6G0. 74517, an ipevease moene vear of §7.701,52022 There was then cash
on hand iu our hanks a total of .}-2.\..\")!}..@‘)1;.&(‘». an increase over the precceding year
of 81532974520 The mdnadual deposits then amounted to $580,812.220 4}, an
merease aver the previous year ol S8G53.709 42 These deposits represent a steady,
healthy and substantual growth  In four years., from January, 1911, to November,
1914, the depastts, representative of the wealth of the peaple of Califormia, mereased
F105,000.000

Of the aggregate deposits mentioned above of §38G 000000 {here were o savings
deposits of mdividuals alone $47.000.000,  This remarkable toral of savings deposits
makes (alifornia rank in these depogits fourth i the United States.

There i~ another sienmifieant tact that jusiifies streict enfarcerment of the banking
laws  In the past two years, (ahiformia has had just ope Lank failure, and in tlns
there was mmmedinte rehalilitation, without lass In the past year, California has
had no bank failure

The report of the able and officient Riate Building and ean Commissioner shiows
that 1n California there are man dv-two hullding and lnan assceiations, whose assets
now acgregnte X25 515,762 07 and that in the past year these asscts have mmereased
SL199.740 G0 The aumber of members and myestors 10 building and loan companies
show an mmerea<e of 1.674, the number of bovrowers an increase of 794

The <tatisties of our banks and bwilding and loan associations, the facts briefly
quoted, furnish the irrefutable evidence of California’s financial condinon.

V.
STATE HOSPITALS

The hospitals for the insane ip California have been finally modernized By
sattable appropriations, aceommedations have been provided and the vely crowded
condition that existed a couple of years ago has been relicved Tach of the asylums
is now domg more than the usual pnrflm('tmy work of mnstitutions of this character
(loser and more careful study 1s ginven to the causes of insamty, much bacteriolog-
ieal and serolozical work 15 done.,  The endeavor has been made and successfullv, to
mive greater attention and study to the individual. Trained pathologists have leen
engagzed aud seientifieally the woik 1n each hospital has been improved An after
care worker is now ewmployed. whase duty 1t 18 to keep in touch with pavoled cases
that have been problematical in the in<titutions. and whose duty 1t is to aid both
those paioled and discharged from asviums—in short, to provide for those who
require 1t. a helpinz and a guiding hand.
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The extraotdipary growth of the southern part of the State rvequired there
another hospital and the 1equisite approprmation was made m 1913, A site was
selected near Norwalk, in Las Angeles County, after dae exawamatiou of the land
by Dean Hunt, Diveclor of the Agrmcultural Department of the TUniversity of
Califoruta The State Engmeerimz Department reports that this new r1usttution
will be readv for occupancy i Qclober, 1915,

VI
STATE TRISON AND RELCORN »CIOOLS

The radical chanege 1n the policy of the state 1n its reform sehools met at first
with decided opposition whieh the results of the past two years have hapmly over-
come The endeavor has ever been. under Mr Nelles, at Whittier, and Mr. Derrick,
at DPreston, to make of these institutions to which the joung who have oftended
aramst the law are committed, in reahity schools, where by tolerance and patience
and Lmdness, 1efermation and rveclamation nught be accomplished. At one time
these reform scheols were but kinderzartens for our state prisons. In 1911 a roster
was furnished me of boys who had been confined 1n the reform schools and who
subsequently had setved terms n siate prisons,  The pereentage was appalling
Those now 1 chavge of our reform schools procecd upon the theory that constant
and pamstaking effort 1s worth wiile m every andividual case, and that none 1s
hopeless By this policy the 1nstitutions have been revolutionized for the better. 1
commend the methods cmploved by Mr Nelles and Mr Derrick and invite the
attention of the leaislature to the results attained

The changes wrought in our state prisuns by lezislative enactmment and by the
work of these m charge have of late been many., There are no changes. however,
that could meet with the approval of one class, and all changes would be denounced
by another There are those who believe that men confined in prisons should have
meted out to them the harshest and most rigorous treatment. There are others who
msist that seciety is respunsible for all men in jail: and who assert that there should
he no prisous 1t s immatetal wiether the zovernment of the prisons meets with
the approval of the one class or rthe other The question should be whether those
who have offended against the laws and whe. under the law. are sent to penal
mstitutions are thete tieated 1n a bumane and eunlightened fashion  The policy
mn the State has been to endeavor to return ofienders to societv better physically,
mentally. and morally than when they were 1eceived  Among the 1mportant changes
that have cccurrved are, the abolition of indignities, cruelties and corporal punish-
ment; provision for thorsugh physical examination of evely prisoner received:
meneral improvement 1 medical attention, hospital faeilhities, and mensures of
sanitation, creation of educational opportunities, development of day schools for
young men, opening of night schools fur men of mature years, and the mmauzura{ion
of a system of correspondence courses, mmcrease of outdoor labor and the endeavor
to train men in industrial pursuits.

The attitude of the prison ditecturs i the matter of paroles is demonstrated by
the statistics  The total number of men parvoled from 1893 unul 1914 was 2937
In the four years 1011, 1912, 1913 and 1914, there were 1,792 paroles zranted. The
record discloses that of those paroled 78 per cent make good, but it should be borne
1n mmd that of the 22 per cent who are classed as violators, the records of the prison
directors establish that only 4 per ceut really commtt new crimes, the other IS per
cent being guilty of petty offenses or of failure to observe paiole conditions. Con-
ditions for obtaining parcle have been changed. Tour years ago a man applying
for parole was obliged to deposit with the hoard of direcrors $23 before Ins appli-
cation would be heard. This condition was ehiminated. The applicant was ubliged
to publish at s own expense. votice of lus appheation for parole in a certamn
number of issues of a paper published in the county from which he was sentenced.
This, as well. has been abolished. Again, m the event of parole, the paioled man was
obliced to turmish his own outgoing clothing, as well as transportation to his place of
employment. He 15 now clothed and given trausportation.

The State Board of Chavities and Corrections with the most careful and eritieal
cerutiny has examined our letorm schouls and piwsons, T recommend to you the
earn~est consideration of their report. .

VIL

INDUSTRIAL ACCIDENT COMMISRION

The social program presented to California in 1911, and endeavored to be carried
out by the enactmeut of appropriate legislation, found iis calmnation in 1913 in
the workmen's compensation law  Not only did the new human pbilosophy of
government find its final expression 1n this law, but asmnst it was made the last
otand of those who bad interposed themselves for three years, to the chapged
political conditions in Calitornia  Tn the liehi of what has rranspired we may he
pardoned the briefest retrospect concerning this law that tvpifies the siate policy
in the admnistration just closing. When the act was before rhe lemislature there
was strident denuneiation extending apparently from one end of the State to the

other. The newspapers that had constantly opposed every act goiveinmentally done
for hnmanity were blazoned with pages of abuse and \111(10'1“01\ and denunciation
and mend'lcnt) directed not ouly at the law, but at every mdividual advecating that
law. A campaizn azamst this enactment was carried on such as Californit never
befure has seen, such as probably no other state ever has witnessed, and which may
1t be fervently hoped. no other state cver will witness  The misrepresentation and
mendacity of this campaien passes belef, and the appeals to those engaged 1n business
pursuits were revolutionary in chatacter The result was what might have been
expected, a large class of our people viewed with distrust and fear a merciful law,
desizned only to aid broken humanity, and business 1n California trembled at what
day after day it was asserted was a covert attack to mjure and destroy it,

It had been learned from bitter experience that the rapacity of some insurance
companies from whom employers mmelit obtain protection could be curbed only by
the Ntate, and in the wotkmen’s compensation law. the Siate entered the insurance
field 1in order that its people micht, because of 1t~ ivalry in that paiticular line of
business, obtawn insurance at just rates  This very Dbeneficient puipose of the
insurance clause of the law led to the circulalizing of the State m denunciation of
the sociahistie progiam of Calitorma, and very famliar became the sereaming hy steria
of many well meamng mdividuals who decried our entry upon wocialistic and an-
archistic doctrmes.  In January, 1914, the workmen’s compensation law hecame
operative In September, 1014, its constant and conspacuous opponents who for two
rears had denounced and abused and vilified the law and 1ts sponsors and advouates,
were pretending to the people of the State of Califormia that they were the progem-
tors and the orizinal adveeates of the law. What in January, 1914, was denonnced
as an ‘‘aet to paralyze busines~.” “the holdest looting attempt ever made.” “an act
to destrov enterprise,” in Auegist and SReptember. 1914 was the most beneticent act
ever placed upon the statute hooks. A few short months demonstrated its wisdom,
and now none denv that it i o marvelons and a humane law of benefit and advantage
alike to emplojer and emplovee

From Jannary, 1914, to December 22, 1914, in the compensatien department of
the Industiial Aceident Comimis<ion, there have been filed S50 claims. Of these 549
have been adjudicated and 281 are yet pending. Tn the 357 cases that have been
decided 1n favor of employees awards have been made totalling $159,641 56, In GT
cases the amouut of the award 1s undetermined because a weekly indemnmity was
ordered until the disability terminated. In two cases a life pension has been gianted
In additicn to these. cases that may be termed contested. very many instances have
arisen where the Commission has parnapated m an amicable agreement for settle-
ment between employer and emplo}ee,

The 1mmsurance deparimeunt of the State has heen 1 competition with abeout
twenty-hve 1nsurance companies The State has written to date 1 premiums
F4S 6806 and has registered 6,140 applications for compensation mmsurance fiom
employers  The totul organization and operating expenses of the nsurance depart-
ment have been $55,845 76 or ten and one tenth per cent of the premiums written.
So well has the mswmiance fuad heen managed that 1t s the ntention of the com-
mission on or about January, 1913, to 1etuirn to pohey holders fifteen per cent of
the premiums earned to that date  The State 15 not 1n the insurance business to
make profit, and the larger part of the profit that has heen derived durng the past
year from the economieal and able management of the fund will he returned as stated,
to those who have transacted therr msurance busimess with the State.  Of conrse,
it will be obvious that ilis policy will 1equite the redaction of rates by private
corporations, and employers durine the enswing year way Jook therefore to a very
substantial reduction 1 rates of insuronce.

Not alone 1s the State engaged in the benetiernt work of canmg for the lLlJlll'l‘l]. of
tiding over therr period of adversity, and of compencating the maimed, but it has
endeavored to render more safe the places where men are 1tegquned to weik, The
cafetv department of the Induostrial Aceident Commission has done a work that can
only be understood by knowing its detail  Rulhee 1t here o say that 1t has inspected
5709 industrial plants emploving G600 men and thac it bas by its advice, and where
that would not Le readily followed. by its mm<istence, provided devices for the protec-
tion of the lines and the limbs of tollers, Tn 1913 the statistical depaitment e<timated
the number of accidents to have been 823, In 1914 these were reduced to 720,
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That this reduction is due in part at least to the work of the safety department can
not be doubted.

Glance at the next decision rendered hy the Supreme Court of the State of Cali-
forma for personal imjurs. Observe the date of the accident. three, four, five, six
or even eight years before the date of decision. Note the award., Tnvestigate to
whom the final judgment will go  Often after five or six years of bitter litigation
between employer and employee an award finally made by a court 1s felt to be unjust
hy both; and the pioceeds go to others than those 1eally entitled  Compare the
summary _method of the Workmen's Compensation Act by wlich on the briefest
motice, before the Industrial Accident Board, employer and employee meet on terms
of amity If not meeting amicably the case without delay is presented to the Indus-
trial Accident Board, and the decision speedily rendered. The award 15 made
azamst an emplover protected by his insurance and 1s immediately pard, without the
intervention of third parties, and the whole of the award goes to the injured party
or to his family.

The Workmen's Compensation Act has justified itself and has justified those who,
in the dark days of bitter. mendacious atctack saw cthe hight, and carried 1t forward
to its present resplendent position

VI

CIVIL SERVICLE

The leaslature of 1913, responding to the pledge that had Lesn made by the
admimistration, passed the first civil service law ot the State of Califormia The
design of this law was to place the public service of the State upon the hasis of merit
and cffictency alone, and 1ts prime purpos:. of course. was to destroy the pernicious
practices arising from political patronage. Foir neavly a year and a halt now our
Iaw. perhaps the most dragtic that evi<ts o the nation. has been m effect It has
remosed the public seeviee from the domain of polities All of the <ubordinate
positions 1n the State of Calitornia when this faw was signed by the Governor wete
placed under ervil service. and no longer does the executihve ot the Ntate or the heads
of departments have the power of appointment of those subordmates, The measure
was new and sweeping, and was poessible of passage only because of the changed
conditions politically that had occurred m our State. A eivil service law i effecrive
only f in the hands of its friends  The legislature artempted and suceceeded 1n
placng the Cinvil Rervice Commission beyond the power of any official, even of hmm
appointing 1t.  The Comnussionels have with mmpartaliey diasticatly entoreed the
Inw  Suthcient time has elapsed for us unhesitatingly to say that 1t has aceomphished
its prime purpose, and that under the present adonmistravion of the law, political
pationace 15 at an end The other <ide of this enactment, relating to efficiency, has
enven rise to many ditheulties, and at times. to extieme ruitation In some mstanees,
heads of departments have resented the law. 1 other justances apparently 1t has
not accomplished wholly the imereased efficiency expected

It 1= a very different spectacle that is now presented concerning the seivice of the
Siate trom that ever before presented  Now 1egular examinations are held for posi-
tions  The papers ot those taking those exammations are carefully and scienttheally
marked  Those who lead ate given the preference and ate eertihed to the department
ot official requiting assistants, and the department or official must select fiom the
certified list of the Civil Service Commuszion 1t happens not mfiequently that one
who passes with lugh 1ank an exanunation mav not. after all. prove most ethcrent.
and particularly s this so when the position requires poise bhalance tact, and those
human quahities that can not he measured by ordinary examination. [ find upon
imvestization, that m other states and m particular communities these same difficulties
have heen encountered, hut the advantage of destroving pohfieal patronage, of remon-
g the Safe’s service from polities, oniweighs such disadvantages as may occul
Our lan went mnto effect Auzust 15, 1918, and on that date all of the emplovees of
the State. subject thereto were “blanketed fu” under enil sevvice  Since then over
five thousand thiee hundred applicants for positions have been duly examined Six
bundied and fifty civil service appomtments to permanent positions have been made
by the comnission. The work has been airduous and continuous and has been con-
saientiously performed

COMNMISSION ON IMMIGRATION AJD MTOUNING

The systematic work scientifieally done by this commission m our state can only
be thoroughly understood by reference to 1ts report. In one direction alone it has
accomphished results that had 1t done nothing else would have justified 1ts ereation.
and justified many times 1its expenditures  The labor camps of the State of California
were 10 very many instances unfit for human habrtation. The Commission on Immi-
eration undertnok a svstematie inspectron of these camps, Hundieds of them 1t
has had cleaned up and rendered sanitary Tor mote than GO OU0 human beimngs the
commission has had provided better and more sanitary places in which to live, and
for thns great work. so well performed. the eommission has the thanks not only of
those who were unable to aid themselves and have beuncfited but of the State at large.
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The commission as well has peiformed its work for the protection of the immi-
grant.  In vavious cities ot the State 1t has presented the evils resulting flom
mmproper housing, and withim the himits of the law has endeavoired to correct these
evils.

I ain deeply indebted to the commission for the aul 1t has rendered me on manv
accastous 1w soctal problems that have arvwsen., Partncularly am I mdebted for s
very carefnl work concerning the unemployed about which I speak more at length
heveatter.  This particular commission has furnished to me a scientific mvestizating
arm m soctal questions, and the obligation of the Ntate to the commission and its
member~ T teel can never be repaid

X.
LABOR BURCAU

In rhe last two vears the Buteau of Lahor Rtatistus has continued its very efheient
and mportant work of the first two years of this admmistration.  Bianch offices
now exist 1 Racramento and San Lhego  The buireau eutorces all laws pertammng to
the weltare of Iabor and assists the men and women who toil, who are unable to
obtam a hearing of ther grievances, at any other place

It 1~ impossible to record all of the activities of the bhureau, but ameng them are
the supervision of the payment of wages due <easonal Jaber amounting to over
30000 cach vear In former jears the average net waees pawl to the laborers
upon therr return brom the fisheries of Alaska weie helow 830, under the supervision
af the bureau and under 1ts law. which prolibus deductions i those wages for hyuor
bills or gambling debes, the average of the past two veais has been over $100 Oue
of the Inrgest tasks undertaken by the bureau has been the settlement of clamms for
wages  These ate cliums the anstghificance of wlueh from the ordinary standpoint
precindes the emplovment of attornevs or the posaibihty of htignvion  In these
instances the bureau has constituted it<elf a poor mans court. and m the past
thiee vears has doene an amazing work, hittle understood  ITere are the haures

In the Iasr fiscal year vou observe more than 7300 claims filed  This 15 more
than €00 per month, practwally 25 per dav - Duning that period 8110000 have been
collected witheut cost to the men and woemen who possessed the clatms The prob-
lem involved in this underraking 1s fundamental and at the very root ot our economic
structure The man or woman who has toiled honestly and can not obtam the wages
earned loses faith in hwmamey and i the efficacy of our laws and courts.  This
ben fieent work has suddendy beon stopped by the decisum of the Appellate Cowmt of
the First Dustniet by ats decision rendered November 23, 1914, declarviug the wage
law unconstrtnttonal 1 have asked the Attorney Geneilal’s aid m the prepatation
of n new Iaw upon this sulbyeet, and 1 commend to vou the passage ob any wage
law which will enable the work of the Lahor Bwean to contimne and whiclh will
perform the tunctions designed for the law just declared unconstitutional.

INDUSIRIAL WEITARE COMMISSION,

I .un not hetter 2ive yon an adea of the wolk of this commission than in the ve1y
birer résumé that has been hled with we by its secietary
[n this 1t 1s stated

The Industrial Welfare Commission was permancently orgamzed on Jan-
uary 201014,

As provided for by the statute cereating this commission, 1nyestigations
wore hegun m the vatwus mdusties m oonder to deteimine 1if the wages paid
to women and minors were adequate to supply the cost of proper living, and
whether the conditions of Inbor were detriwental to the health, morals and
wealtare of the workers, These inyestigations have been diligently pursued
throughout the year and are embodied e the 1eport of the comnussion to
be ~ubnutied to the legwlature

The commission has undertaken what is probably the most exhaustive
<ty of the subject made by any state  In carnving out this work, the com-
mission adopted a rather uniugue poliey.  There was no attempt to wake its
investigations it any preconeeived ideas on the subject . nor id v attempt to
aet hastily in order to meet any public clamor. Realizing that 1t had an
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exiremelv complex question before 1t, the comnussion sought to obiam first
hand information from both the employer and employee. A long series of
conferences were held with the representatnes of employers in the various
wdustries. These conferences vere informal and have been eminently suc-
cessful 1 bringing about a hetter understanding by the employer of the aims
and objects of the law, and a spirit of cooperation on the part of the em-
plover m assisting the commission mm making 1ts mvestizations

WWhile the commission. up to the present time, has made no rulings fiving
minimum wages the effect of this work has been. that many of the employers
have voluntarly raised the mmimum wages paid i their establishments
The most gratifving part of the work of the commission to date has been this
voluntary action on the part of the employers in many industries. after the
matter had been drawn to their attention bv the work of this enmmission

Extensne mvestigations have been made mto the home conditions or the
women emploved 1n the various mdustries, most of the iovestigations heing
made at night at the homes of the individuals

The commission helieves that it has puisued the correct policy in staving
off any hasty action and witbholding 1(s rulines until it had a verv thorouch
know ledge on the subject: also 1n <eeking to have the employers cooperate
with it, rather than take anv antagomstic position agaiost them. 'The com-
mission wants to feel that when 1ts rulings are made, that these rulines will
not injure the persons for whom the benefits of the law were intended

XI1.

STATE PRINTING OFFICE.

The most striking demounstration of the difference between the former manage-
ment of the State P'rimting Office and its management 1n the Inst few 3eais, 15 afforded
by the manufacturing cost of texthooks of the State. In 1912, our people at the
general election divecterd that free textbooks be furnished to the popils of ovur schools
A very great financial burden thus was added to the State. but added by the people
themselves and of neceszsity was obeyed  The State Prinnmeg Othoe, under ethelent
management. has reduced the manutacturimg cost of those textbooks neailv S0 per
cent  The financial problem mnolved 1 furmhing these books would have heen
extiemely dithcult but for the economv i then printing,  In the Ntate 'rinting
QOffice now, there is an elaborate system which renders favoritism to bhidders—the
scandal of the past—an impossibility.

XTIT.

HIGHWAY COMDMISSION.

There 1s no subject m which greater interest 15 taken or concernmmg which there
is greater dinversity of opimon than road building It 15 an old adace, that no man
ever builds a read satisfactorily to any body but himself. This we nd tare to «hange.
however, undet the present State Highway Commnussion. While many differences of
opinion have existed m the past and there has been been more or less coutroversy.
gradually the 1deas of hizhwav builders have crvstallized, and the type of construc-
tion of the state highways today 1s admittedly che best.,  Unfortunately 1t has
been absolutely mmpossible to sell the honds issuoed bv the State for mmprovements.
and thus we have heen retarded in the consummarnion ot our highwav <istem  The
Highwav Comnission, however, with an eneray and pettinacity that do ihem mmfinite
credir, refused to he stopped s thenr work. by the mabihity of the Ntate to sell 1its
bends, and bv going to the varwous counties of the State and presenting the benefits
of a completed lughway svstem and the neces<ity for couperntion of the vaaious
locahities, they succeeded in obtammg a ready and patriotiec response. by which the
different counties of the Ntate, to the extent of then ability. purchased ghwav
bonds. A Dbrief account of the Higzhway Commis<sion. wiach, of course. can only
present an outline of yte poliev, iz found n the following report

Construction of the state lighwav under the bond 1ssue of wighieen
nilliong of dollars has proceeded despite notoward inancial conditions mak-
mg difficnle the maketing of honds bearme a low 1ate of mmterest  L'uichases
at par ot the state mighway bonds ceased on the open market m October.
1912, when sales had been made amounting to $2.105,000  The Thighway
Commission continned the work then under wav and prosecuted survevs and
right of way detanls, meanwhile casting about for a anethod of matketing the
bonds, sipee the mandate of the Highwayvs Aet enforced sales at par. The
mwethod which was adopted 15 worthy ot special mention, for 1t mvolves a
splendid State patriotism which was reflected from all parts of Cahfornia
By the cvoperation ot ecounty ofheials and bankmg mterests, whereby the
depreciation on the boud« was absorbed. funther <ales werle made amounting
to $9.124.000, and further subsciiptions tor bends not vet taken e
£1.172.000  The puichases were made by the varions counties and hanks.
but 1n a majorty of instances were reold, <o that a laree pare of the
money realized was thereby brought nto the State from the Iast Con

straetion has been appeortioned m the couutres according to the respective
amounts of bonds taken.

Upon 1t~ orgamzation the ITighway Commission made studies in accord-
ance with the provisions of the principal routes to be constructed. Survevs
have heen completed on all of these routes. and the work was well enough
in hand in the past summer to justity the comnusswoners m makmeg snmlar
studies of the mountam and lateral roads constitutinyg the <secondary svstemn
of roures provided for m the State ITighways Aet These studies of laterals
which were made 1n August and Seprember. 1914, are heing followed bv
reconnoissances by engieers i advance of plans for actual constiuction, On
the studies of possible mam highwaas the commissioner~ and the highwa
engmoecr rode over six thousand eizht hundred miles of roads. and m zomg
over possible lTateirals they rraveled iwe thousand one hundied miles  From
these mnain himes and laterals a selection of practically three thousand miles
of state lnghwavs 15 made to comprehend the total construction which will
comply with the law.

The Highway Commission decidet that the main reads traversmg the
Racramenta and San Joaquin valleys and aleng the const and joinmyg the
centels ot population were of sutheient trathe nnportance to juscity paving,
and these are beinz constructed as conerete roadways  The paving of the
mam roads was plunned and 1s being construcied 1n harmenyv with tiathe
needs, the width of pavement and type of surfacing are varied according to
tho volume of tiaffic to he served  The laterals, smce the traflic does not call
for <o costly a treatment, ate generallv to be suifaced with gravels o1 other
local materals. The Highway Commission early determived on the follow-
ing main characteristics for the roads to be constrocted: A nmeht of wav
not less than sixty feet wide, where reasonably possible, and as dnect
between objective points as may he consistently obtainable . gradients not
exceeding seven per cent. even 1M mountaimous portions of the state  curves
as open as possihle, and m no ecase of less than fittv feet m radins: as
many culvelts as are needed to take care of suiface and underground water.,
a iraveled way. under ordmary conditions not less than twenty-one feet
feet . width, and m the mountams not less than siateen feet wide with
the centor paved or surfaced <o as to he hard and smoath under all ¢chmatie
conditions at all times of the year; and smouthly praded roadsides reserved
for future tree planting,

The State Highwavs Act provided that thiee thousand iniles of roads of an
adequate avd permanent characier <honld be hmle with an expenditure.
meluding all expenses, of eighteen millions of dollavs, obviously a diffienlr
undertaking, and by a number of read aurhoiities deemed impossible of
achievewent  The bond issue was therefore supplemented by the Highwayv
Commission with a seres of savines and economics which amounted prac-
tiecally to several milltons of dollars The counties were reguested to secure
rights of wav without cost to the Ntate and to construet all state highway
bridges having more than twenty feet 1 span, The expensive construction
inside the Iimits of incoroporated eities was omirted 1 favor of country
mileage oxclusively  Contraects were made with (ement and other supph
men to purchase materials in large quantties at extremaly low prices The
ialronds were asked to miant halt rates on all matermls and uwaclinety
hauled for state hichwav construction  Generous and prompt 1esponses to
these requests were received by the TTighway Comnmircsion, patticularly from
the countv hoards of supervisors

There are now one thousand mnles of the state highwayv completed or under
construction. and a toral of two thousand miles on which surveyvs hane been
completed. Countractz have been completed or ate under wav n thirty-nine
of the counties, and more than one hundred for(y eontracts for constiuetion
have been mstituted to date .\ great deal of pamseakimg prelimmary work,
not apparent to the average person, hut necessary to insure the permanent
cliaracter of the hizhway locations, has heen carried out by the Thehwav
Commis~ton  The Riate controls the entire width of its Tughwav from loca-
tion limme to loeation hine 1 every respect except the enforcement of regu-
Intions for pohicing  The state highway has been laid out to meet and to
anticipate modern traflic requirements. and the recovds of the ghwavs
must he made with great care and accuracy The old roads wete land ont
when land was eheap and 1t was< thought unnecessarv to exereise anv great
amount of cave in surveys or descriptions. the Inghwav of today, for a mul-
titude of reasons Tequiles exactuess of loeation and thoroughness in survess
and plans. and this has bheen the settled poliev of the Highway Commis~ion.
For the protection of the bond issue alone, 1f no other reason weale appal-
ent, the survevs and plans must be <o carefullv made that there can be no
future questioning of the rights of wav. The highwav location 15 the only
absolutely permanent feature of the work. and this has been appreciated
by the Tlighwav Comnussion in the eare thar has heen taken to have themn
prelintinary wolk make for permanence.

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The type of pavement adopted bv the Highwav Commission for the main
roads has been tried long enough to prove 1t suitable and durable under the
conditions prevailing in Califormia,  Fnough experiments have heen made
in surfacing to justify the uxe of the bituminous top generally used in
state hizhiway construction.  The fiist snrfacing of this kind was done near
Fresno. where 1t has been under heavy traffic for two years without showinyg
appreciable wear.

In addition to the construction work and its prehminaries the Highway
Commission has under wav the organization of maintenance plans for the
state highwav system, funds for which are derived from the state's share of
the motor vehiele license fund

SAN FRANCISCO H.ARBOR.

During the past two vears. the work of developing the docking facilities of the
ateat harbor of San Irancisco and the State Belt Railvoad along the water front
has continued with increased emergv. The design of the Harbor Commissioners has
heen with the opening of the Panama Canal to provide facilities required fuor increased
shipping expected to come to San Francisco Bay. Within the past tno jears, nine
new piers and three new bulkhead wharves have been built. adding 50 per cent to
the existing wharf area. Contracts for others are in the course of fulfillment and
when the pre<ent contracts are completed. the wharf area of the past four years will
have been more than doubled. 1In addition. the work upon si< new ferrv slips has
been commenced and three of these have been completed. The State Belt Line has
completed the connection between the northern and the southern division by an
extension across Market street and the total trackage has heen more than doubled.
Harbor experts concede now that the Ktate, at the San Francisco harbor, has the
most complete Hatbor Belt Line Ralroad switching system in the country. The
business of the Belt Line 15 now more than twice what 1t was a yvear ago The
1apid and extensive development was made possible by the £9.000,000 hond issue
whieh became availahle m 1911 : but in addition to this, the harbor Loard has been
able ont of the suprlus earmings of the haibor to make other improvements to the
amount of $300.000. Califorma may well rejoice that the great engineering dream
of the age—the Panama Canal—has now bheen reahzed, and for the responsibilities
that come to us from the completion of this great work. Cahfornia 1s prepared

XV.
SCIHOOL FOR GIRLS

The legislature i 1013 established the Californin Schoaol for (Firls, directed the
acquisition of an appropriate site, and the trajnmg thereafter of wayward girls
a separate mstitution.  The school 1s presided over by a board of directors com-
posed whollv of women, and no board 1n the Ntate either in charge of an institution
ot performing other seivice for the commonwealth. has been more apt or vigilant
ot able 1n the performance of it~ duty. The new school has been organized at
Whittier, and awaits transfer to its selected location m Ventura Tt s expected
within a verv few months that the buildings upon the new site will be ready for
occupancy Uunder the wmanagement of the women who constitute the board of
directors, the work with each individual pupil who has been eommitted to the school.
in an enhghtened and sympatheric manner, has gone forward. aud to no institution
with Iike ultimate purpose can the Ntate look with mote hope for good results than
to the Califormia School for Girls.

XVvI

SUPERINTENDENT OF CAPITOI. BUILDING AND GROUNDS

The justification for the depatture made in 1911 by the legislatuire in providing
for a superintendent of capitol building and grounds and puttmg ubder lnm our
capitol building, the beautiful park adjacent to it, and the purchase of supplies for
State ofheials, is found at a glance by a comparison of the prices now paid for ord:-
uary office supplies by the State, and the prices paid under the old system. The
rccords show and in the tahle of the report of the superintendent these are set forth,
that the reduction during the incumbency of the superintendent in these purchases
generally exceeds H0 per cent.

Again, those who have oceasion to view our capitol or its park, have an ocular
demonstration of the differences between the method once pursued and that now in
vogue in the State service

The Superintendent of the Capitol Building and Grounds is to be congratulated
upon the appearance of that which is immediately under hig jurisdiction. and upon
his eflicieney in purchasing for our officials.

XVIIL.
ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT

With the growth of our State the modernizing of our state institutions and the
advancement in every depariment of government, the work of the Engineering
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Department has expanded to an enormous extent., This department not only has
charae of the construction work of the Biate, but also of state roads and the work
upun our tivers.  Its expenditures during the hiennial period have been

UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNTA

In the last bicnnial message 1t was saul -

We may he justly proud of the academie pronunence of the Unnversity of
Caltfornia. It has attained an eminence that entitles 1t today to be ranked
among the great mstitutions of our nation. In enrollmenc 1t 1s the second
college in the land, being exceeded 10 the numhber enrolled by Columbin alone
1ts situation 1s ideal, the standard of 1ts work equal to any. and T feel that
too grear praise can bot be accorded to those who have brought 1€ to atls
presenl high academice efficieney,

I wish it, however, to serve the other purpose as well, to be in tonch with
the agricultural and horticuliural and vitieultural intevests of the Ntate. to
Ie the Mecea of every man who wishies to know how hest to treat or till the
sotl, to be as uzeful to our people who have heen without academic advan-
taces as 1t 1= to thoge who seck acadenue advantages, * * * It should
contain eaperts of such standing that those who wish knowledge or instrue-
tion in any particular avocation way turn there with the certainty of finding
what 15 souglit It <hould be m such ¢lose and intimate touch with our soil
that 1t shonid tearh those who are upon the soil the best methods of treating
the soil, what would be the most prolihe and productive and what of greatest
advantage.

The suggeation that we should make the University of Califormia the arrat melt-
ing pot for the preblems that come to ont peaple, that 1t be the gmding hand of
agriculture and horticulture and thar 1t« agricultural college should spread its benefi-
cent work throughout che State, met with sympathetie and ready 1tesponse from the
legisiature  The appropriation for the unnersity 1o 1913 was tremendously inereased,
and this mercase was for the purpose of awhing the people who are encaged in
farming., or 1 anv occupation whatever upon the somil.  The money has been well
evpewded by the Ntate The University of California 1s now not only preeminent
upont the academic stde, but 1t rivals anyv institution of learmng of the natton in
dealing with the every dav prohlems that confroni the agricalturist or horticulturist
Just as this department of the University has been developed we look forward to
the day when to the Unnversity we mav turn for gindance 1 the best in ewvie matters
and for a full and immediate determmanoen of any civie or governmental problem
that comes to us.

It may be that the distanee that sepavates the State Capitol and the University
has rendered it impessible. in the past, to have that cooperation and collnboiation
between the deparrments of government and the college that should exist, hut just
as 1t was my dream respecting the agricultural eollege, that it nnght lead. instruct,
ad, direct and guide all our tillers of the sotl. and as T have seen thns dream reahized,
=0 1t 1s now my dream that some dav the great University of California, second now
to no institution of learning in our natwon, may he the place to which every perplexed
official and every patriotic citizen striving to the utmost of his ability, may turn
for the solution of civie and social and governmental problems
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XIX
NORMAL SCHOOLS.

It is unnecessary to indulge in <uggestions to you concerning the normal schools
of the State. Simgularly fortunate 1s Califorma m the personnel of those who direct
cur normal schools The<e schoonls are mereasing in attendance with more rapidity
than the State s ncreasing in population, hut the increased attendance i1s well
and ably caved for, 'That there 1s little to report concerming these schools. except
that their standawds are hizh, thenr work well done. and their management excel-
lent, is perhaps the highest commendation that could he bestowed upen them.

XX.
THE NATIONAL GUARD

Under the able management of General © A. IForbes. the National Guard has
reached a degree of efficiency and presents a better organization. more able to 1e-
spond to the natiou’s call. than ever before 1n its history.

Cahfornia had no field artillerv prior to four jears ago During that time a
full battalion of three batteries and headquarters have been organmized and equipped
with the most modern guns and materal.  Lts officers have several times attended
regular armv <chools 10 the East, and most of them are now sufliciently tramed to
t;ke their places beside similar officers mm {he field artillery of the United States
Army.

A full squadron of cavalry and headguarters have also been orgamzed. and
enongh horses for each troop for trainmg purposes have been supplied this hranch
of the service, resnlting 1n a vast improvement among the officers and enlisted men.

The Medical Depariment has been i1eorganized to conform te the regular army
methods and standards, and is now n a position to perform cficient service under
any and all conditions, Included 1n the Medical Department are a field hospital
with one hundred and five beds to care for the sick and wounded mm aciual cam-
paign, and an ambulance company of twelve ambulances.

The signal cotps has bLeen completely equipped with modern wireless and tele-
rhonic and other means of communication, and 15 now a valuable branch of the
service,

Armories have heen constructed in San Francisco, Los Angeles and Sacramento
sufficient to properly house thirty-nine organizations of the National Guard and
Naval Militia

The Naval Militia of California, to which one more division has heen added at
Lios Angeles. has been furnigshed with modern ordnance bv the Navv Department,
In addition to the U &, & <“Aarblehead™ the Federal Government i1s about to
assign the torpedo boat “Farragut” to the Naval Militia of this State for traming
purposes. all of which will insure this branch of the State s serviee maintaming its
present position at the head of the naval mihitia organizations of the U'mited States,
with particular reference to successful cruises and target practice at sea under direc-
tion and supervision of 1ts own officers.

Target ranges have been constructed for more than forty orgamzations. where
at the bm_rmnmo' of the present admimistration there weie target facilities for but
«ivxteen organiszations. Theie 1s no better balanced National Gum‘d in the country
than that of California

STATE MINING BUREAU,

This bureau. pursuing the pohiey now general in the State, has brought itcelf of
late directly m touch with the sreat industiy at was designed Lo ad, A complete
general report upon the mines and miveral resourees of the state haos been undertaken,
Field assistants with technieal education and pla(timl experience have complered
this record for ithirty-four of cur counties,  Because of the mmmenstty of our petro-
leum resourees, a <]19(1.11 teport was deemed advisable in 1eference to this industry,
The water conditions m the grear oil fields have been analvzed and reports have
been distrihuted to those interested. In general. the State Mining Bureau has dealt
with every subject pertaining to mines and minerals and by publications and per-
sonal contact has rendered 1ts assistance to our great minimng industry.

NXXIIL
STATE BOARD OI' CDUCATION.

A radieal depariure was made tnwo years age. 1n the State Board of Tnducation
The old unwieldlv organization, consisting of superintendents of normal schools and
various other officials. who constituted the state hoard, was abohished and a new
State Board of Edueation created. This hoard. composed of educators, both men
and women, of the highest rank. has peirformed excellent service 1 await their
detailed report that I may trapemit it to ou and that you may have before you a °
full <tatement of the achiievement of the new hoard.
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There are many other depattments of the Rtate government whose work is im-
pottant and whose activities have been pronounced. It 1s mnpossible o refer to all
of these Generally 1t may be said of those now in the service of the State. that all
are actuated by ambition to accomphsh results and to render unto the Rtaie the
best possible service.

RECOMMENDATIONN
NON-PARTISANSIUP

Mast earnestly do I suggest to von that our state ofhieials be elected without
party desiznation of auy sort. The advanee to non-partisanship m our State will
e metther an extended nor a difficult step  The politieal unit~ that compose the
Ntate Lave all adopted nop-parusanship 1o the seleetion of thewr officials The
desitdleratum ot all government 1s ethereney—to obtain honest and able ofhanls
devoted exelusnvely to the government  To govern well 15 to aovern for all, not
tor a part or a eclass  To act 1 ofhicial capacity <should he to act solely for the
benehi of the state and that ofhoial acts hest who Torgets every other consideration,
but the jutervest of the Neate  Long ago this lesson was learned by cities,  In Cali-
Lornta, s movwany stades, all of one anes elece thery ofhenls withont rezand to
party athhiations at all, and without party desienation Why 2 Because experience
taunght these airtes that thus they obtammed better othelals and greater eticieney, It
15 within the memory of all of us that these cities formerly elected their officials—
oty clerke, and the hke —Dbecanse of ther partisan affiblations  rogiess mn eitv
goyvernment swept from evistenes this old svstem, that had obramed <o long, and s
destruction was hecessary o order that the best coverument be obtained  Recently
the counties of the State adopted the plan that has been n vogue m erves, and
elected all of the county otherals without party designation  Inguiry among the
counites has demonsrniated that tiins method has met with almost nniversal approval,
and 1t s hoped that counties, m service, will he benehted just as the cities, m
service, have been benefited We now suggest applyine the primeiple to the State
as well, so that eandidates for State positions will come hefore the people upon what
they themselves are, not upon what their ancestors were . that they will ask the
suftiazes of the clectorate upon therr reeord or lack of 1ecord, their merits or theiwr
demerits, rather than upon the bhind partisanship of themselves or their forefathers.
There is nothing thus preseuted to yvou that seehs to destroy or even to affect political
parties nationally The goverament of the State has become wow a matter of
ethelent  bhusiness management, and effictent business manacement may he best
obtained without pohities The one argument most trequeutly heard against the
course we suggest, 1s that parties stand for Jdehnite policies, and that they are neces-
sarv therefore to preserve or to adopt <some definite zoveromental tenets, and that
for the adaptuion or failure to adopt these tenets, responsibility 1s hved apon the
party in power  The fallacy of this argument 15 found withim the memories of all
of us  In the State government todav, none holds a particular party responsible
for any specihed act,  All hold responstble the mdividual who 1s suppesad to hayve
caused the act  In the zovernment of munmicapalities no parey ever was held respon-
sthle for the acts of ite agents who weie ofhicials but the andmviduals wera held
responsible  In the government of the county todav for the specific aet of an
othenl, no party as held responsible, e the mdividaal himself must answer to the
people. Were the subject one of national mmport, which 1t 1~ nnt, events of receut
occurtence could readilv be cited to <how that the theorv of party responsihility 1s
now a mere politeal hction [ a patty he i charee of a corrupt boss or a number
ol cotrupt hosses, to speak of party vesponstbihity s absnwl, If a parly solemnly
presents to the people a platform with well understood anud thoroushly interpreted
tenets, and the mmdividual in power dehiberately ignores the party’s pledzes, the
responstinlity  1ests with the mdmadual  But omoa politieal suldivision Tihe  the
county, o1 the Ntate, experience the createst teacher of all, has anven us the ahso-
Inie knowledgze that there 1, m reahity  no partv responsibilitn for the acts of
individnal oficials. The people of the Ntate of Calitormia at the 1ecent eloction,
themselves destroved pattisanship i Calhiforna. and thev <and just as planly as it
was possihle for them to sav. that m the selection of thew officials blind pa tisan-
ship <hould play no part  If the voiee of the prople <o recently heatrd shall cuary
with 1t the mandate of the people non-partisauship m our Ntate elections will he
assiurerd

While politieal eeonomists may often speak of the necessity of partes, there is
none but decies blmd party worshnp  Bhind partisanship s ever the refaee of the
unworthy politieallv. and it 15 he who dares not to exploit huaself ov his record that
Imsists upon 1gnorant, unvicldimeg and unsweiving pariy tealtv.  Of late years we
have emerced from the davkness, and we have emancipated o eities and our
counties 1t is our fond hope that n this, as 1t other steps of prouiess. we may
point the way for our sister states,

TUNEMPIOYMEXNT

Tu the latter part of 1913, a condition which, perhaps, i some desree, had always
existed 1 our State became eritical or acute  Thowe who wete vut of employinent
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hegan to orsanize, and what had ewxsted for wmany yvear<. but which m its unorgan-
1zed or unmassed state, had attiacted Nhittle public attention, hecame, when massed
amdd organized, a burnming problem. At that time T asked some of the best mmds 1n
Cahifornia to aid the State in findimg soms solution of what apparently would he an
ever recurring difficulty. TPublicly 1 solicited contributions from those who had
thought upon the subject, and privately 1 asked the commussions of the State dealing
with socinl questions to devote themselves collectively and aindividoally as well to
the problem, and its remedv. I recerved very. verv manv communications and all
of these finally were placed in the hands of the Commission of lmmeration and
Housing, consisting of Simmton J Lubin, Rev. EJ. Hanna, Mis, Mary Gibson and
Paul Scharrenberg and toimallyv I asked this commission to myvestizate eaeh conunu-
nieation and each proposed method of dealing with the matier and to report otheially
therr couctusions .\ simular reyuest was also made of the Industial Welfare Com-
mission, composed of Judge I'rank JJ Murasky, A. Bonnheim. A. B C. Dobrmann.
Mrs. Katherine Philips Edson, and Walter Mathewson  In addition to this, many
mterested and pateiotic mdividuals were ashed to render us aid in determiming what
the Ntate could do. I am mm receipt of reports from the Immigration and Housing
Commission and rhe Todustrial Welfare Commission,  The former in great detal
and at length discusses the subject, and I feel that personally I am deeply mdebted
to that Commisaon, and that the Stare as well owes 1t a great oblizauen 1T will
not attempt to discuss with you the causes of unemploymeut, nor to tiace the
sttuation historyeally I lay aside as well those suggested solutions which mvolyve
the destruection of the social falrie What action we take must he taken within the
Iimits ot the law and the corstitution, as they exist today.  We can not, with
the power that 1s onr~ 1vane millions of honids or take over enormous tracts of land,
and cenerally speaking. therefore, plans nnvolving the acquisition of all of the
lapd of the Ntate of Cahitornia, that i« vacant. and the 1ssuance of all the bhonds
that mav be requived to relieve suffering, may be ehnnmated  Very manv good
peuple have come to me 1o the past few wmonth~. with varous claborate plans  and
indeed. to no subject has greater {hought been given than to this subject under con-
sideration.  Many ot those who understand, and understanding, have therr hearts
enhisted. present schemes of relief m which the ultimate object sought—the 1ehef
to he aiven—is clear. bui m which the wnitial work and the dectails are forgotten.
I acknowledge the sympathetic mtelest ot all of those who have been working for
the common good n this matter, and while many of the plans proposed are pos-
sible of execution. thev detract nothing from the gratitude that T feel for the earnest
purpose with which thev have been worked out

I commend to you the report of the Cowmmrssion of ITmnougration and ITousing and
ask your very careful consideration of that report What engages me, as the execu-
tive head of the government, 15 not a philosophieal discussion of unemploymeant. 1n
which I confess an mtonse miercst, but what, practically. can be done with this
condition that now confrouts us

All agree that the problem, after all, is national i character, and that 1f there
15 ever a real <olution of 1t, this solution must conte Trom the nation  What we, as
a State, ean do 1 metely palliative, and is very httle, indeed. All. however, agroe
upon oue concrete thing., and that is that we may shzhtly aid by establishing free
employment exchanges. These free emplovment exchanees arve merely free employ-
ment offices, mamtawmned by the State, 1 diferdnt localities of the State the dexign
of which 18 to bring the man and the job together. "Thev can not make johs, but by
a system of daily exchanee they may shift unemployed from one loeality where there
15 no work, into another where there may be some. These agencies as well can under-
take the registration of the workers themeelves and thus prepare to separate the
unemployed into varous classes  The greatest difficulty has Leen found. not with
the man whe really wants to work, and 1s ont of work, but with the man who 15 out
of work trom chomce and who spends lus time with his fellows, m agitation. mciting
violence and disoider  'The man who seeks work and can not find 1t, and who 1eallv
belongs to the unemploy ed class, deserves not only our sympathy, hut the most earnest
effort of which we are eapable. TFor him. there 1s naught we are able to do. that
will not be done. and in his hehalf, for a year pasxt, the State bhas been devoting itself
as well as 1t could to his problem The other part of that problem that comes from
the individual who will not work when work 1s offered him, who desives neither em-
ployment for himself nor those about him. who preaches disorder, violence and
anarchy, presents an entirely chfferent question. and 1t 1s my hope that we may so
1-efr|ste1 the unemploved 1n the State this year that we may thoroughly separate
the one cluss from the other.

The Commission of Immigration and Iousing s conducting its imvestigations
along the lines supgpested in Jts 1eccommendations and during ) our session iis activities
will be duly repoited to you. The endeavor will be made to defer some work both
private and public that can be done fn any season of the year. until the petiod m win-
ter when thete ate mast men out of work. There would be little wisdom in advertis-
g to the world that California mtended to provide work for the unemployed during
the winter monthe. and whatever mav be <aid upon this pomt therefore should most
puardedly refer to those already in our mudst. and for reasons that are obvious to
you. I do not discuss this phase of the matter in detail.
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In March, 1914, I asked the aid of the Califormia Highway Commission and the
experiment was tried 1 that month of endeavoring to provide work for a few of the
unemploved  The results of this very mordest experiment are interesting

A model camp. near Shingle Springs. which wag something of a show place, was
constiucted by the State. In its sleeping arrangements, sanitation of kitchen, dining
room, totlets stables, ete. policmg of the premises, shower bath facilities, etc. this
model camp offered as great comforts as the averaze man possesses  Commissionel
Stern advises me that the Highwayv Commission on the 19th of Maich, asked the
Relief Committee of San Francisco to furmsh 100 men immediately for work npon
the State hnghway in this model eamp. Dreference was gnven to men with families
On March 224 the first men arrived and others continued to arrive until the 27th,
The ITighway Commission on its requisition and request for 100 men received only
G0, awd were uever able to secure the full quota. The men were paid $2 25 per dav.
which was shehtly under the mmimum wage on state work. They were charged 75
cents per day for board which was the acrual eost  Their transportation was fur-
nished to them. Of the men 1eceived, 28 per cent of them were 60 years or older,
48 per cent between 40 and GO years and the rewainder under 40 vears  Theyv aver-
aged 48 year<e of ace. It was antieipated. of course, that hecause of their condition
they would be helow par i efficiency At firer it was estimated that they were
40 per cent inetherent. hut the peicentage hecame somewhat less as the men heeame
hardened to the work Of the men emploved nine guit during the firet week, eight
during the second week, three during the ihird week, and by the middle of May, the
entire sinty had dreifted away, practically of their own volition  Their departure
seemed cornaident with the conung of warm weather  Mr Stern adds to his report

“IFrom the standpuint of value recerved the oxperiment was not a success

T am quite as strong an adveeate of direct lemislution and the recall as when 1n
1911, we campaigned the State askina their adoption  In the rvecent clecuon, direct
Teeislation ~towd the aexd test Upon the hallot were forsy-cizht propositions, too
many all coneede but who will deny that the questions submitted were decided
itelhgzently and ably  Those who have sisted that our people have the abilits
mtellizence and dicermmimation o legislate for themselves, 1n the moast severs test
of popular vale that could be devised. have been wholly justihed  We mav have dis-
agreed with ihe uses to which «come individuals have put the imoative and referendum,.
hut none ean question the ntelligence or aptness of the ultimate determinarion by
the people Tt would be idle to denv. however. that certam abuses have arisen Just
as abu<es m the eatly trial of new policies ever will atise It 15 our duty to remedy
those abuses, if possible  and therefore, T direet vour attention to i{he fact that
colemmn aets of the legislature have been held up and presented to the people by
1eferendum upon petitions that m part. ar least, were fraudulent  The hsh and wame
bill was passed by the lewsislaturve, signed In e Governor, and peceived the solemn
sanetion that the constitution vequires for the making of a law. A referendum peti-
tion was presented agamst this hill part of whieh was founded upon rank forzery.
The r1eferendum of the redhizht ahatement Inll was 1 part composed of forped sie-
natutes  lioas stated that the test vecall petitton precented agamst Scnator Grant
m Ran Francwseo, hkewise had upon it many forged signatures  The imtiative and
referendum are the very highest pretocatines of the people.  To permit ther use
throuch fraud or toreery is to pollure at 1ts vory wonrers our gmvernment.  So scandal-
ous were the frauds npon the referendum petitions. rhiat some months aco, T asked
the Attorney General to investicate ihem and to take charge of eases pemding in San
Franciseo  Recently, T have acked him to advise us of what, in s opinion. may be
done to prevent the recurvence of these frauds in the future. Within a brief period,
the Attorney General will report to me and I shall take pleasure 1 transmitting
to vou that report

I ask wvour very earnest attention to the abuses of the initiative, referendum and
1ecall, and that von pass such approprate legislation as will. in your view, prevent
those abuses hercafter.

RURAL CREDITS,

For some vears past in the United States, among those who realize the imyportance
of developing and encouraging agriculture, the question of extending credit to farmers
in order that the land might be rendered more praductive. or to those ahout to acquire
agricultural lands. has heen widely discussed Finally the discussion has crystallized
into a general advocacy of a system of rural credits 'The first rural credit system
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was developed in T'russia in 1770, and was orizinally established for the reliet of the
larger land owners Finally, nearly a century later, the plan was apphed to the
small farmer, and for lnm perfected. and from that tme it has grown and has heen
a source of untold advantage, not only to the indnviduals but 1o the state as well
Great Britaun very recently has proved 1ts beneficent resulrs 1n dealing with the land
question 1n Lreland. Austrahia and New Zealand have carried out with marhked suc-
cess and extraordinary benefit thent rural eredits plan  Califormia presents a sineu-
larly fertile feld for the development of a system of 1ural credits, and hmitless
are our possihilities 1f such a system could he carried out ax successfully as it has
been in the countries mentioned

AMr Ilarrms Weinstoek on the one hand and Mr D. W Ross, on the other, have
submitted the detail of a rural credit sistem, the one depending upon cooperation,
and the other upon the establishment of a state hank It is not my wish. and i this
I am sure ou will agtee with e, to rush hastily into any particular scheme. My
hope is that we may finallv, in California. cariy out a plan which will populate our
rural territory, develop 1t thoroughly, increase many times its productivity, and that
will enable those who contribute to this result and go upon the land. to purchase that
land and what is necessary for its cultivation or improvement upon long term pay-
ments with small rates of interest

Sueh nn undertaking as this 1s so vast and so mmporrant and fraught with <ueh
possibilites, that T suggest to you that a special committer with peculiar knowledee
of marters of this <o, he appointed. to which committee will be referred all measures
involving rural credit schemes: and which will devote the month of February, during
the tecese nf the legislature, to a scientihie study of the question and to the determi-
nation of whether or not. under our constitution, we may enter this new field of
activity

Qur national zovernment stands pledzed to a system of rural credits; but in the
stress of other matters hias deferred action  Here mn Califorma, with an empire’s
dowain. with a farming population tar less than it should be, with Iand sufficient to
accommodate and aseimilate readilv and easily ten times our present population, we
may well investizate, and atter due deliberation adopt a system elsewhere demon-
strated—a system by which the wealth of the State is immeasurably inereased, and
the happiness of its citizens auamented

I recapitulate to you the suzezestions of this message

1 Iuncrease the rates of teaation of the corporations described.
2 3Afale the clection of Ntate officcis non-partisan

3 (heate [rce lubm cachanges

4 Fstablish a systewm of rural eredits

5 Prevent abuses of the imbatice, referondum and 1ccall.

As oceasion may arise, I shall communicate with vou hy special messaze  There
are many natters. sowme of great mmportance and smvolving construetive pnlicies, in
whieh the State 13 enzaged, and for which your effort and action will be asked Our
State has grown so rapurlly, its resources ate so unbounded. its activities so mani-
fold, that withm the limits of a single message. httle mote can he dome than to
mdicate the most important of the subjects that engross us. To vou for legislative
sanction and to me for executive action this marvelous commonw ealth is for the time
entrusted  That we mayv m diminterested and patriotic spirit cooperate for_ the ad-
vancement. prosperity and happiness of the people 18 mv fervent wish - and if. when
our task 1s finished, we may leave our State and our people, a little better or happier
because of us. our efforts will not have been 1 vain

APPENDIX.

PARDONS.

GABRIEL GIRATD. pardoned January 23, 1913. Convicted in the city and county
of San Francisco of burglary and sentenced June 24, 1903, to a term of fifteen years
at Folsom. He was paroled on June 24, 1910, and his sentence expired on December
16, 1912 His conduct had been exemplary in prison and after hns release an pavole.
and many persons who knew him personally and came in contact with him joined
in reecommending that a pardon be granted in order to restore him to tull rights
of citizenship.

CHARLES JoiuxsoXN, pardoned Japuary 21, 1913. Convicted in San Francisco on
two charges of burglary in the first degree and sentenced on April 25, 1903, to con-
secutive terms of fifteen years each at San Quentin. The second offense was based
on the fact that he had passed through an adjoining room to enter the one which
he robbed. He was only seventeen years old at the time and the pardon was granted
after he had completed service of s Grst terin Favorahle recommendation had been
made by five Justices of the Supreme Court.

LErROY 1.0GAN, pardoned January 7, 1913. Convicted in Sacramento County of
violating State diug law and sentenced July 9. 1912, to one jear in San Quentin.
The offense consisted of smuggling morphine into the county jail for use by Logan's
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sister, who was a confirmed drug victim and was then confined in the jail. His aged
mother was wholly dependent upon him for support, and he had never been 1n trouble
before. His pardon was recommended by Judge J. W. Hughes, before whom the
case was tried, and by Distiiet Attorney 12, 8 Waehhorst. who conducted the pros-

ecution.

A~NDREW E. WARMINGTOXN, pardoned April 4, 1913. Pleaded guilty in the Superior
Court of Los Angeles Countv to two charges of forgery and was sentenced to serve
two consecutive terms at San Quentin, the first of five years and the second of two
years. Pardon on the second sentence of two years was recommended by the Justices
of the Supreme Court.

YEE T0oo, pardoned May 5, 1913. Convicted on January 12, 1212, in Fresno
County of murder and sentenced to life imprisonment at Folsom. Evidence adduced
was wholly from Chinese witnesses, all of whom were members of rival tongs. The
crime was committed in one of the wars of these organizations. Subsequent to trial
and conviction, strong evidence was obtained showing that Yee oo was not in Fresno
County at the time. Seven members of the jury and Superior Judge George E.
Chureh, former District Attorney D. S. Church. Deputy District Attorney Frank
Kauke, and former Sheriff J. D. Collins recommended a pardon.

T. P. HaypoxN, pardoned June 3, 1913. Convicted of murder in Trinity County
and sentenced May 28, 1912, to twenty years ar San Quentin. The prisoner was
critically ill and the prison physician reported that he could mot Jive more than a
month or two. Application was made by relatives to tnke him home and favorable
recommendation was made bv President Dennis M. Duffy of the Board of Prison
Directors and Warden John I&. Hoyle.

JosEpu Z1LINCAR, pardoned July 1, 1913. Convicted in the police court of Los
Augeles of vagrauey and sentenced on May 6. 1913, to a term of one_hundred and
eighty davs in the aty jail. W. W. Dodge, Prosecuting Attorney, and W. L. Wil-
hams, DPohice Judege, who imposed sentence. 1ecommended elemency. setting forth
that the prisoner had already undergone sufficient punishment.

WirLrayM J. DANFORD, pardoned July 28. 1013, the day bhefore the expiration of
hig sentence. Convicted i Los Angeles County of delivering a false and forged
telegram and sentenced in March, 1911, to three years' imprisonment at San Quentin.
The term expired on July 29, 1913. Many reputable citizens of Los Angeles recom-
mended a pardon after Dantord had paid the penalty exacted by the law, in order
that he micht again enjoy full rights of citizenship.

Crare W I'1sH. pardoned August 13, 1913  Convicted in Los Angeles County
of emhezzlement and sentenced in March, 1909 to ten years at San Quentin., He had
been on parole for two years and showed every evidence of earnest purpose to redeem
himself.  Superior Judze Curtis D Wilbur, who presided at the trial and imposed
t111e sentence, together with the man's employers and associates, strongly recommeanded
clemency.

S. H. ABRAMS, pardoned on August 27, 1913. one dar before the expiration of
his sentence. Convieted in Fresno Countv of embezzlement and sentenced December
26, 1911, to tno years in San Quentin. Clemency was recommended hy Harris Wein-
stock and Aaron L. Shapiro of San Franciseo

Joox L OwgegN, pardoned September 11, 1913. Convicted in Solano County of
murder in the first degree and sentenced on July 17, 1900, to life imprisonment at
Folsom  He was paroled on November 1, 1900, and the record of his conduct was
excellent. Superior Judze A. J. Buckles and District Attorney Joseph M. Raines,
of Solano, and B M. Norton, Attorney at Law. at Healdsburg, recommended that a
pardon be granted.

Harry M. McKEeE, pardoned September 12, 1913. Convieted in San Diego
County of conspiraey and sentenced to the county jail for thres months and to pav
a fine of Q300 and in the event of failure to pay said fine. to imprisonment for one
day for each 2.00 thereof. McIKee had served the larger part of the prison sentence,
and f:ilf(tlel- investigntion it was found that the demands of the law had been fully
satisfied.

Fritz HoOFFMAN, pardoned September 15, 1913. Convicted in San Joaquin
County of robbery and sentenced on April 26, 1908, to twenty years at San Quentin.
He was paroled on March 1. 1911, and a showinz of mood econduct was made. A
pardon was recommended by Superior Judge W. B. Nutter. who sentenced him, Rev.
Father Dempsey, of San Francisco, and others.

CHARLES BuESss, also known as Joseph C. Buess, pardoned September 20, 1913.
Convicted in Calaveras County of grand larceny and sentenced Juune 18, 1906, to serve
one year at San Quentm Completed his sentence on April 18, 1907, \Inm recom-
mendations were filed in his bebalf. certifying to his worthiness to exetcise again the
full rights of citizenship. As a miner he had been handicapped in the matter of
locating mineral claims

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HeNRY PRUNZEL, pardoned October 7, 1913. Convicted in Los Ancgeles County
of rape and sentenced on January 6, 1910, to a term of twenty years at I'olsom. The
prosecuting witness filed an affidavit to the effect that Prunzel was not gullty. ex-
plaining that she had placed the blame on him in order to shield a boy friend who was
the guilty party. Superior Judge Frank R. Willis, who imposed the sentence, Tecom-
mended a pardon. Warden Jas. A. Johnston examined the case thoroughly and
joined in the recommendation. The father of the girl believed Prunzel to be innocent.

EarrL W. Jomxsown, pardoned September 26. 1913. Convicted in Kern County
of burglary and sentenced to four years in San Quentin. His mental condition
necessitated removal to the State Hospital at Stockton, where he recovered Dr.
Clarke, the Hospital Superintendent, gave it as his opinion that Johnson was insane
at the time of his offense. Warden Hoyle recommended clemency and District At-
torney Inwin had no objection to offer.

E. E. Kirg, pardoned October 1, 1913. Convicted in San Diego County of con-
spiracy and sentenced to six months in the county jail and to pay a fine of 2300, and
in the event of failure to pay the fine to imprisonment for one day for each $2.00
thereof. He had served three months in the county jail and it was clear that the
demands of the law in the premises had been satisfied.

LEE B. WARREN, pardoned Qctober 7, 1913. Convicted in Los Angeles County
of grand larceny and sentenced September 20, 1909, to six years in San Quentin. A
pardon was recommended by Superior Judge S. E. Crow, who imposed the sentence,
amd by Asa Kevew, Deputy District Attorney of Los Angeles County  Letters from
emplovers vouched for his good conduct and earnest purpose

WALTER J. Minrgr. pardoned October S8 1013, Convieted in San Joaquim County
of forgery and sentenced February 27, 1908, to twelve years in Folsom. Clemency
was recommended by W. B, Nutter of Stockton, who, as Superior Judge, presided
at the trial and imposed the sentence, and by George F. McNoble, who, as District
Attorney. conducted the prosecution; by Frank B. Briare, Chief of Police of Stock-
ton : by Hilliard E. Welch, who cashed the forged check for Miller; by H. H. Adams,
employer of Miller during period he had been on parole.

Percy L. PETERS, pardoned October 8, 1913, Convicted in San Francisco of
rassing a fictitions check and sentenced on Mav 27, 1911, to three vears in Folsom.
He had completed his term of imprisonment and made a showing that he was entitled
to another chance to exercise the full rights of citizenship.

HARRY R. RADCLIFFE, pardoned November 11, 1913, Convicted in San Francisco
of mueder 1in the second degree and sentenced on March 28, 1905, to seventeen vears
in San Quentin. He had been on parole about two years. Superior Judge Carroll
Cook, before whom Radcliffe was tried and by whom sentenced. Lewis F. Byington,
who, as District Attorney. conducted the prosecution, Miss Josephine T. Molloy, of
San FFrancisco. H G, Person<, J W, Sullenger, Chester H  Rowell, and Shenff
\}' S MeSwam, all of Fresno, and Frank W Hetherington of Selma, recommended
clemency.

NIELs H. HALD, pardoned November 11, 1913. Convicted in San Mateo County
of rape and sentenced on January 23, 1909, to ten years in San Quentin. He was
released on parole on May 1, 1911. Judge George H. Buck. who presided at the trial,
and Franklin Swart, District Attorney, who prosecuted, recommended that a pardon
be granted. An overwhelming number of testimonials as to the zood character and
belief in the innocence of the man wag filed. Developments subsequent to convietion
raised a grave guestion of doubt as to the justice of it.

THOMAS G. FLAHERTY, pardoned November 20, 1913. Convicted in San Fran-
cisco in 1902 of murder Paroled in Septomber. 1910 His conduct had been exem-
nlary and manv friends made urgent appeals in lus behalt,  Conzressman John 1
Nolan. Labor Commissioner McLaughlin, and many others urged clemency. There
was every reason to believe that Flaherty would he an honorable and upright member
of society.

BeExJaMIN B. Lee, pardoned November 20, 1913. Convicted in San TFrancisco
of manslaughter and sentenced to five years’ imprisonment. While on parole he
made a splendid record and justified all the representations friends made in his behalf.
Only a brief period of lus sentence remained to Le served

BErRT ForD, pardoned December 12, 1913 Convicted in Sacramento County of
attemnt to commit petty larcenv and sentenced on November 10. 19130 to minety
days in the county jail. Superior Judge Hughes, who imposed the sentence, and C.
T. Jones, Chief Deputy District Attorney, who prosecuted the case, petitioned that a
pardon be granted.

JavmEes DPAayNe, pardoned December 120 1913 Convicted in San Francisco of
robbery and sentenced on May 16, 1904, to fitteen yeats 1n San Quentin - e was
eiphteen years old when the crime was commtred  ITe was pareled afeer he had
been 1 prison about two and one halt vears to 10 8 Peabody 1n Clhicagzo. who had
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taken a deep interest in the voung man  The pohice officials of Chicago jomned with
Peabody m appealing for a pandon  gnvng strong assurance that Payne had, under

all ot Willits ureged that turther mmprisonment would only break the spirit of the

I deire ac chis nume to sapplement the Tist of committee assignments, as just
announced. by a tentative snggestion of a program for committee mectings, to wlich
I invite the eonsideration of the various committee chairmen.

In this connection I would call altention to a similar suggestion I made at the
epssinn of 1913, as found on pages 123 and 134 of the bound volume of the Assembly
Journal for that jen: This suggestion of two years ago contained the following
statement -

“All Assemblymen of previous sessions will recall the fact that it has net heen
unusual in the past to have two or three mportant commitfee meetings at the same
time, and that 1t has heen very usual to see committee meetings called and
adjourned for want of a quorum. Tn this w ay. I believe. many days’ time was lost
and many bills were passed out bv a hare quorum of committee members *

“Accordingly. 10 the assigument of committees for this session. an altempt has
been made to o assign the members of the Assembly to various groups that each
eroup shall contain at least half the members of the Assembly. who mav thus meet
in their various eommttees at the game time with epiire absence of conflict.”

Following this recommendation, a schedule of committee meetings was arranged
and ecarried out during the session of 1M3: and I am <ure that every member
who has tried hoth plans will agree that the advantages of this attempt at orderly
arrangement amply justified the trouble of putting it 1nto execution,

Accordinely. this vear T have zone a step farther than hefore and suhmit here-
with a tentative schedule for committee meetings, modeled after the one adopted at
last session. i

It 1s hoped that the chairmen of the yarious committees will examine this
schedule. and will, if it meets thewr approval either with or without amendment,
secure for it at least a trial by resolution of the Assembly  As will be noted the
two largest committees are scheduled for three meetings per weck, while eleven
other 1mmpor{ant committees ate each given two meetings

I would say. alsu. that I have taken up this matter with the Lieutenaut-Governor
and the President pro tem of the Senate to see if a similat arrangement could not be
worked out thers. to the end that members of the Assemblv with hills before Senate
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commirtees may be assured of definite ivmes when they can recenve a hearimg, 1 am
pleased to be informed by these officers that the Senate committees have heen
appomted with this thoucht m mind. and that a committee 18 now working out a
tenratnve schedule of Nenate committes meetings

Tv v v very strong desire that {lus plan for resxular and definire committee
meetings may commend itself to the members of the Assembly and mav become a
recopnmized action for tus body, and that the severnl commiuttee chaiimen may
<ee fit to make trial of a <whedule something hke the following -

C. Bazby for the seat of Ira Earl Kramer of the H59th Assembly dis-
rriet. met pursuant to presvious notice on Januarvy 8. 1915, at 11 45 o'clock a m . with
a full committee present. perfected thenr organmization and authorized the preparation
of separate copies of the statement of contest. answer and depositions filed in the
case for each member. that aill might be thoroughly familiar with the questions
mvolved.  Sulsequently, on January 11, 1915, at 2 o'clock p.m.. pursuant to previous
notice. all of the Committee avain met and took the oral testimony, under oath of
hoth contestant and contestee. each member of the Committee propounding
Interrogatories.

The Contestant in his allegations, all of which are specifically denied by the Con-
testee, and answeved by new matter as well, contends

1 That gross errois and irregnlartties were committed by the board of election
in the 18th precinct. Santa Barbara. in that the nolls were not opened until 8
o'clock a.m. on smid dayv of eleetion. and that the election hoard was not complete
or properly orgamzed.

2 That m each of the several election precinets of the 59th Assembly distriet, at
sand election, the boards of elecaon committed errors in receiving and counting illegal
bhallots 1 favor of the Contestee and agamst the Contestant, that said boards of
election counted hallots for the Contestee that <hould have been counted tor said
Contestant., and that <aid hoards of election rejected certain ballots which should
have heen counted for said Contestant.

To all of which your Committee, after giving caveful consideration wo the evi-
dence. hoth documentary and oral., mtroduced in the matter before 1t. respecifully
reports the same hack, with the following findings -

1 That the smid Tra Earl Kramer was elected a member of the Assemblv from
the 539th Assembly distriet at the zeneral election held mm this 8tate on the 3rd dav
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of November. A. I 1914, and that the said Ira Iarl Kramer i1eceived 3.809 votes
and the saud H (. Bazby 1eceived 3,803 votes, and that the Board of Supervisors
canvassed the returns tiom said distriet, and mm accordance with the above yote
issued a certificate of election to said Ira Earl Kramer;

2. That the testimonv submitted to the Committee does not show that any enors
or rregularities were committed hv the hoard of election ot the 18th m'ociuct in the
city of Santa Barbara. countv of Santa Barbara.

3 That the testimony sulmitted to the Committee does not show that anv errors
or wreattlanities were committed in any of the other precinets of smud 59th AssemDblv
district hiv the boards of elecuion thereof, or that anv of samid hoards of election
therein comnutted errois in reeeiving and countmng illeeal ballots in favor of said
Contestee and agamst said Contestant, or counted ballols for the Contestee that
should have been counted for said Contestant or rejected any hallots which should
ha \'e bheen counted tor said Contestant,

That thele 1s no testimony which would warrant this Committee’s recommend-
ing thnt the Assembliy go to the expense of a recount of said election;
